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As you many already know, last year the school chose a 
separate charity for each year group and raised a lot of money 
for many worth causes. A notable example is the Sixth Form 
who managed to raise a total of £2019 for the STARS charity, 
during 2007/8 school year. This school year, all the year 
groups as well as the staff, have teamed up to fundraise for 
the charity Tiny Lives and the bar has been raised even 
higher. 
  
By the end of the school year 2009, GSHS has pledged to 

raise a total of £10,000 for Tiny Lives. This charity is based out of the Neo-Natal unit at the RVI 
in Newcastle. Its aims are to help care for babies born prematurely and to help their families in 
any way they can. The unit deals with around 600 premature babies from all around the North 
East every year, and sometimes cares for up to 30 babies at a time. This is a very good cause 
and the school would like you to help in anyway possible. 

 
Throughout the year, the school will be running a variety of 
events to help raise money. In September, a Charity Group 
made up of Sixth Formers was set up to help oversee and 
run events in collaboration with the staff. They have already 
come up with many ideas to help raise money and get people 
involved. 

 
Fundraising has already started with a Charity Raffle which 
took place at the end of September. The grand prize was £75 
worth of Eldon Square vouchers while the second drawn got 
£25 of vouchers. Tickets were sold around school for two 
weeks as well as at the Achievement Evening held after 
school. With a donation from the Sixth Form accounts, the 
total collected for the raffle was over £250 pounds. The 
prizes were drawn on Friday 26th September with Jessica Harrison from Year 13 winning £75 
while Miss McLaren won the £25 worth of vouchers. 
 
Other ongoing events include Mr. Pottsô ñHome & Awayò football Competition where all 
proceeds go to Tiny Lives.  

 
The school has also been collecting mugs and cups to help 
with the campaign. Various companies have been donating 
mugs including Century Radio, Britainôs Got Talent and 
Channel 5, as well as many others. The Britainôs Got Talent 
Mugs were sold on eBay and raised £26. The rest of the Mugs 
are being kept for Gameshow Night to help draw prize winners. 
 
At the start of October, Mrs. Anderson, Chris Clark and Ryan 
MacKain ran the Great North Run. Mrs. Anderson managed to 
raise £241 for Tiny Lives and Chris and Ryan raised £75. 
 
On Wednesday 22nd October, the school had its first full Charity 
Day. Each student could pay a pound and attend in non school 
uniform. The sixth form was encouraged to come 
dressed in costume. Games and activities were held during 
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break and lunchtime with all proceeds going to Tiny Lives. Cakes made 
by the Food Technology department and other volunteers were sold all 
day. 

 
One of the mini-games set up in the hall was óPing Pong the Teacherô. 
This game involved bouncing a ping-pong ball into mouths of teachersô 
faces that where printed onto the side of cardboard boxes. Points range 
from 10 to 100 depending on the position of the face. Some of the lower 
faces like Mr. McElwee offered lower points, while the higher up faces 
like Mr Turney offers 100 points.  

  
  
The event was run by Miss Rigby and the Sixth 
Formers. It was set up in the hall at break and 
lunch. It cost 25p for three shots and had a winning 
prize of £5. The fifth person to throw was Jamie 
Warton. He got an outstanding 200 points and 
stayed at the top of the scoreboards for the rest of 
the day, winning the £5. 
 
 

Mr. Potts would like to give a huge thanks to all of the staff and students who helped make 
cakes, staff the events and donated money, time or resources to help us raise a huge amount 
of money.
